DDx - specific bacterial
organisms (Mycobacterium,
Nocardia, or Actinomyces spp.)

DDx - hypersensitivity/allergy,
eosinophilic granuloma complex,
parasitism, fungal, or neoplastic
(MCT, LSA, etc.)
